· tracing the Civil War in Sierra Leone 1991-2002 (must mention: maps, political figures, RUF (and Charles Taylor), APC, NPRC, Peace Agreement)
· UN involvement in Sierra Leone (UNAMSIL)
· Ishmael Beah’s life now (job, promotion of his book, community involvement)
· West African culture (music, dress, food, etc)
Your PowerPoint must be colorful, must contain a minimum of 10 slides and must include a minimum of 10 pictures. You will need to explore your topic in detail. While your PowerPoint should offer specific information and details, try to avoid paragraph-length explanations on your slides. They should really contain more pictures and less text. You are encouraged to include imbedded video, audio, hyperlinks, etc. to add more depth to your project.
